Ever since the M Power Library and Study
Centre has come up in Deonar, It has
given a big boost to higher education on
that entire M ward. Hardly 4.5% of youth
go for higher education in this ward which
iIs way below the Mumbai average.
Further all other NGOs are focussed on
school education and this DBM center run
in collaboration with TISS is the only
center which helps the youth of M ward
for higher studies beyond 11 and even for
all competitive exams.

From 2017, when it was started, the
center has enabled many of the needy but
bright slum youth to achieve their dream
careers.
